• Write a story about an athlete from South Africa at the Olympics  

• On a map, label the route an athlete from South Africa would need to travel to 

reach Paris.  Challenge - work out how many kilometres this would be. 

• Find out some traditions followed in South Africa – present this information in 

an interesting way 

• Design a board game or a quiz all about South Africa that you could play with 

your friends 

• Create a fact-file about the wildlife (plants and/or animals)
