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Go to your ‘Classwork’ tab. 

Click on the ‘View your work’ 

option at the top of the page. 

This option allows you to see all of 

your assignments in one place. 

Click on the ‘Returned’ option. 

If you can see a text box next to an 

assignment, you have been left a comment. 

Open the assignment. 

 

Here you can read a private comments sent by school 

staff. 

Open the document you attached for your teacher to see. 

 

The adult marking your work is able to highlight parts of your learning. 

They might ask you to check spellings, to edit a sentence or give you an example if you were 

stuck.  Treat these comments like blue pen editing in class.  The comments are there to help 

you improve your learning. 
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Go to your ‘Classwork’ tab. 

Click on the ‘View your work’ 

option at the top of the page. 

This option allows you to see all of 

your assignments in one place. 

Click on the ‘Assigned’ or ‘All’ 

option. 

The text box icon shows you have been 

left a comment.  This could be to the 

whole class or to just you.  Open the 

assignment to view the comment. 

The paperclip icon shows you have 

attached a document. 

‘Turned in’ means you have submitted 

your learning for your teacher to view.  

‘Missing’ means you didn’t submit your 

work by the deadline.  Try your best to 

get your assignment in on time.  

A ‘tick’ shows you have viewed and 

responded to returned work.
